4, call on the 20th preset points to three patrol points dwell time set to 20 seconds (enter a number click on call 20 preset keys)
5, call No. 45 preset points out inspection teams to stay in time settings (enter the number 45 Click to call preset keys)

A. 16 patrol points can be set up an inspection group
2.46 or 171 preset point inspection teams to restore the factory settings, referring to the inspection teams, one for each patrol residence time, back to the default of 5 seconds
